T e c h n i c a l  R e q u i r e m e n t s

Staging

The set consists of a 16 ft x 16 ft acting area downstage centre. Downstage left and right are placed eight plinths (provided by SHOW) which support, museum-like, various props, a microphone, some books, etc. Upstage from this are the sound and lighting control positions, on tables to either side of the stage. Cables can be seen leading along the deck and down from the grid to these tables. 4-8 feet beyond these tables hangs a 12 ft tall black screen (provided by SHOW), forming a wall.

Four legs of drapery (from THEATRE) may be required, two on either side of the stage,

to mask sidelight positions.

The playing area is 16 ft x 16 ft, and painted in a gloss black paint (by THEATRE).

The audience must be able to easily and safely have access to the stage.

The plinths, which support props, double as lightboxes. They are wired together and will draw

no more than 1000 watts in one circuit. The plinths must be screwed down to the stage.

A number of power and sound cables will be led up and downstage in a specific pattern,

and will be taped or secured in place with nails or screws.

As many real cables as possible will come down from the grid in a specific pattern, offstage.

Three tables (provided by THEATRE):

· one table SR, approximately 5 ft x 30 inches, x 30 inches high, with chair, and one AC non-dim circuit, for Sound Designer and all sound operation equipment

· two tables SL, one about 5 ft x 30 inches, x 36 inches high, one about 2 ft x 2 ft, in an L shape, with barstool, and two AC non-dim circuits for the SM/Lighting Designer and all light and video operating equipment – there is some flexibility about the exact table sizes, but not heights

THEATRE also provides:

· one AC non-dim circuit downstage centre for effect pedal (SHOW provides pedal)

· one AC non-dim circuit downstage left for fog machine and video camera

(SHOW provides fog machine and camera) – or a dimmable circuit, if available 

· one 11 ft long black pipe to suspend screen from grid (SHOW provides screen); dimensions are approximately 10 ft x 6 inches wide by 12 ft tall; made of acetate 

Total weight: 12lbs.
· U-ground extension cable to power a small drop in the grid, to lead to a switch at SM position SL (SHOW provides drop and switch)  -- or a dimmable circuit, if available

Lighting

Lighting control console and monitor (from THEATRE) set onstage, stage left;

LX designer/SM operates show from this position.

House LX must either operate through board or a secondary set of house lights

must be hung to be run through the board.

Plot to be forwarded under separate cover.

THEATRE provides:

· two floor floats upstage

· one circuit for lights in set downstage – or 3 circuits, if available

· two booms downstage right and left.

Video

Projector (provided by THEATRE or rented by MDR and/or THEATRE as negotiated) to hang in the grid and cast an image about 10 ft wide by 7 ft high on screen hanging upstage. Minimum brightness of 2000 lumens. Video feed is RCA. Must be fit with a douser which can be operated from the LX/SM table onstage.

Video control, two sources:

· one VCR (provided by THEATRE) at LX/SM table

· one video camera (from SHOW) DSC, operated by performer

· a switch or a repatch to projector must be setup at LX/SM table

· video monitor (a small tv is suitable) for the SM

Sound

The show requires a mixer (minimum eight channels with one AUX and two separate monitor outs) and CD player (both provided by THEATRE) at the SR table onstage; Sound Designer operates the show from this position.

THEATRE provides:

· one onstage monitor for the Sound Designer SR.

· one monitor or a powered speaker to be placed just beyond the doors to the house.

· one Subwoofer

· one vocal microphone (SM 58 or equivalent)

· one shotgun microphone (provided by THEATRE or rented by MDR and/or THEATRE as negotiated)

· three DI boxes for lines from our mixer to booth

SHOW provides computer, MIDI keyboard, 8-channel mixer, and Boss RC-20 loop station effect pedal.
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
