SHOW DESCRIPTION
White Mice is an 80 minute two-hander in the style of an adult cartoon.

It contains an abundance of language that may offend some people. 

STAGING REQUIREMENTS
White Mice is performed on a 12' x 12' platform, raised four inches off the stage floor.  The stage floor must be black with minimal gloss. The downstage edge of the performance platform should be no more than 10' from edge of the audience.  At the upstage edge of the platform is the metal stud framework of a wall.  This wall is NOT free-standing, and must be attached to the grid or flies.  The platform and 7 wall studs will be provided by Mammalian Diving Reflex (the Show).  Any unusual rigging required to attach the wall to the grid must be provided by the local producer (the Venue). [Typically, the wall is attached to the grid with plumber strapping.] The walls of the theatre are masked German style with black velours to be supplied by the Venue.  There should be room behind the upstage velours to place four 6" fresnels on floor floats.

LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS
The lighting design for White Mice is based on a fixed lighting grid composed of 6' squares which is between 12' and 14' above the deck.  It must be possible to place the set directly beneath a 12' by 12' square of grid.  

Theatrical lighting fixtures to be supplied by the Venue are: 


22 - Source 4 @ 50°


6 - Source 4 @ 36°


2 - Zooms capable of 30 to 50°


5 - 6" Fresnels. 
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LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS CONTINUED

Due to the steep lighting angles in the design, and limited set-up time, no substitutions can be made for the Source Fours.  With one exception, no gel is used.  However, dependent on lamp trim, colour correction gel may be required.

Fixtures included in the count, but not shown on the plot are 4 fresnels upstage of the black velours, 4 fresnels illuminating the audience, and one Zoom illuminating a globe.  The Show will arrive with 12 globes, each approximately 18" in diameter, and lit internally with a 40 watt standard bulb.  Some are intended to rest on the floor, others suspended.  The Show will arrange these globes in a site-specific manner.  

White Mice is currently saved to disk for either an ETC Express 24/48 or a Strand GSX. There are 134 cues, with some cues played back multiple times.  

SOUND REQUIREMENTS

The sound design for White Mice consists of extensive real-time manipulation of both songs and effects.  Sound is played back from  a VS-880 Digital Recording System, supplied by the Show.  

The Venue must provide at least four speakers, amplification and appropriate mixing to create

quadraphonic sound.  At bare minimum, it must be possible to manipulate sound levels between upstage and downstage.  (A delay unit may be required.)  

Sound must be operated from the back of the house, and cannot be operated from an enclosed booth.

PERFORMER FACILITIES

Both performers wear body paint.  Dressing room shower facilities must be available.
